WHEREAS, it the policy of the State of Mississippi to
encourage literacy and rehabilitation through the Mississippi
Department of Corrections in order to enhance opportunities for
inmates after their release from incarceration; and

WHEREAS, improvement in literacy levels will aid inmates in
their pursuit of employment, improve self-esteem, and help reduce
the rate of recidivism in our state's prisons:

NOW, THEREFORE, I, KIRK FORDICE, do hereby declare that the
State Parole Board may require as a condition of parole that,
except for mentally ill or mentally retarded as defined in Section
47-21-61 of the Mississippi Code of 1972, Annotated, or those
suffering from dyslexia or other such learning disorders an
offender satisfactorily pass a literacy exam.

The method and standard of testing will be coordinated with
the Mississippi Department of Education. The Parol.e Board will.
decide the level of competency required based on the offender's
education level, mental capacity, work experience and other factors
relating to his or her ability to live as a law-abiding, productive
citizen.

Should the offender participate in the Mississippi Department
of Corrections literacy courses and achieve meaningful progress,
the Board will consider this favorably in evaluating their parole
request. The Board may also require as a condition of parole that
an offender continue in literacy training and may revoke the parole
of the offender for failure to diligently participate in such a
program.

WHEREAS, illegal use of narcotics and drugs in the nation
and in the state of Mississippi continues to rise at an alarming
rate. The harmful effects of illegal drug use threatens the
health, safety, and welfare of all of our citizens, and has
prompted the President of the United states to declare a War on
Drugs.

Approval of the Mississippi National
Guard counternarcotics Plan for fiscal year 1992 was recently
granted by the Secretary of Defense and the Director of the
National Guard Bureau. Counternarcotic activity funding for
fiscal year 1992 received by the Mississippi National Guard
was in excess of 2.5 million dollars, and a similar amount is
expected for fiscal year 1993:

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Kirk Fordice, Governor of the State of

Major
General Garner will be in direct command of the troops ordered to
active duty and will use such equipment as may be found necessary
in his opinion to accomplish the mission of the National Guard
troops. The number of troops used and the amount of expense
incurred will be held to a minimum compatible with the mission to
be performed.

The members of the Mississippi National Guard ordered to
active duty under the provisions of this order shall be subject
to the provisions, privileges and immunities of the statutes of
the State of Mississippi governing the National Guard and the
state Militia where applicable.

WHEREAS, Section 112 of the amended Carl D. Perkins
vocational and Applied Technology Education Act (PL 101-392-1990)
requires each state which desires to participate in vocational
education programs authorized by said Act for any fiscal year to
establish a state council on vocational education to be appointed
by the Governor; and

WHEREAS, it is incumbent upon the state of Mississippi to
establish a state council on vocational education according to
the revised P.L. 101-392-1990 so that the State can continue to
participate in vocational education programs authorized by said
Act, and for such Council to carry out the requirements
prescribed by said Act; and

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Kirk Fordice Governor of the state of
Mississippi, pursuant to the authority vested in me under the
constitution and applicable statutes of the State of Mississippi,
and for the purpose of effectuating the State council on
vocational education provisions of Section 112 of the revised
Carl D. Perkins Vocational and Applied Technology Education Act
(P.L. 101-392-1990), do hereby order as follows:

SECTION 1. There is hereby created and established the new
Mississippi Council on Vocational Education, herein after called
"state Council", to consist of thirteen (13) members appointed by
the Governor.

SECTION 2. The new State Council shall be composed of the
following membership:

A. Seven (7) representatives of the private sector in the
State as follows:

(1) Five (5) representatives of business, industry,
trade organizations, and agriculture, including one (1) member
who is representative of small business concerns and one (1)
member who is a private sector member of the state Job Training
Coordinating council (established pursuant to Section 122 of the
Job Training Partnership Act); and

(2) Two (2) representatives of labor organizations.

B. Six (6) representatives of secondary and postsecondary
vocational institutions (equitably distributed among such
institutions), career guidance and counseling organizations
within the State, individuals with special knowledge and
qualifications with respect to the special educational and career
development needs of special populations (including women, the
disadvantaged, the handicapped, individuals with limited English
proficiency, and minorities) of whom one is a representative of
special education, and may include members of vocational student
organizations and school board members.

SECTION 3. Of the members initially appointed to the new
state Council, three (3) shall be appointed for the term ending
December 31, 1994, four (4) shall be appointed for the term
ending December 31, 1995, three (3) shall be appointed for the
term ending December 31, 1996, and four (4) shall be appointed
for the term ending December 31, 1997. Thereafter, the term of
each member shall be for three (3) years. All vacancies among
the members of the State Council shall be filled for the balance



of the unexpired term.

SECTION 4. The State Council shall select from among its
membership a chairperson who shall be a representative of the
private sector, and it shall adopt such rules for operating
procedures as deemed necessary, except that such rules must
provide for no less than one (1) public meeting each year at
which the pUblic is given an opportunity to express views
concerning the Vocational Education, Job Training Partnership act,
and any other employment related programs in the State whether
they are federal or State funded. Proceedings from such public
meetings shall be submitted to the Governor, the Legislature, and
the appropriate agencies conducting the programs.

SECTION 5. The State Council shall have the following
duties and responsibilities:

1. Meet with the State Board of vocational Education and
its representatives during the planning year to advise on the
development of the Mississippi State plan for
Vocational-Technical Education and all related strategic plans.
In formulating the State Plan for vocational education, and
amendments thereto, the State Board shall meet with and utilize
the Council. State Board representatives shall provide the
Council with planning information in a timely manner throughout
the planning process and shall respond to Council recommendations
in the Plan.

2. Make recommendations to the State Board of Education
and make reports to the Governor, the Legislature, the business
community and general pUblic of the State, concerning:

(A) The State Plan; and

(B) Policies the State should pursue to
strengthen vocational education (with
particular attention to programs for the
handicapped); and

(C) Initiatives and methods the private sector
could undertake to assist in the modernization
of vocational education programs with
particular attention to programs for the
handicapped; and

3. Analyze and report on the distribution of spending for
vocational education in the state and on the availability of
vocational education activities and services within the State;

4. Furnish consultation to the State Board of Education op
the establishment of evaluation criteria for vocational education
programs within the state; I

5. Submit recommendations to the State Board of Education
on the conduct of vocational education programs conducted in the
state which emphasize the use of business concerns and labor
organizations;

6. Assess the distribution of financial assistance
furnished under P.L. 101-392-1990, particularly with the analyses
of the distribution of financial assistance between secondary
vocational education programs and postsecondary vocational
education programs;

7. Recommend procedures to the state Board of Vocational
Education to ensure and enhance the participation of the public
in the provision of vocational education at the local level
within the State, particularly the participation of local
employers and local labor organizations;

8. Report to the state Board of Education on the extent to
which individuals who are members of special populations are
provided with equal access to quality vocational education



programs;

9. Analyze and review corrections education programs; and

10. (A) Evaluate at least once every two (2) years:

(i)

(ii)

(iii)

the extent to which vocational education,
employment and training programs in the state
represent a consistent, integrated, and
coordinated approach to meeting the economic
needs of the state,

the vocational education program delivery
systems assisted under P.L. 101-392-1990 and
under the Job Training Partnership Act in
terms of such delivery systems' adequacy and
effectiveness in achieving the purposes of
each of the two (2) Acts; and

make recommendations to the state Board of
vocational Education and the Governor on the
adequacy and effectiveness of the
coordination that takes place between
vocational education and the Job Training
Partnership Act; and

(B) Comment on the adequacy or inadequacy of state action
in implementing the state Plan;

(C) Make recommendations to the State board on ways to
create greater incentives for joint planning and
collaboration between the vocational education system
and the job training system at the State and local
levels; and

(D) Advise the Governor, the state Board of Education, the
State Job Training Coordinating Council, the Secretary
of Education and the Secretary of Labor regarding such
evaluation, findings, and recommendations.

SECTION 6. The State Council is authorized to obtain the
services of such professional, technical and clerical personnel
as may be necessary to enable it to carry out its functions under
this Order and to contract for such services as may be necessary
to enable it to carry out its functions under this Order and to
contract for such services as may be necessary to enable it to
carry out its evaluation functions, independent of programmatic
and administrative control by other state boards, agencies and
individuals as is required by the Carl D. Perkins vocational and
Applied Technology Act of 1990, and subsequent amendments.

SECTION 7. The expenditure of the federal funds paid
pursuant to P.L. 101-392-1990 is to be determined solely by the
state Council for carrying out its functions under this Order,
and may not be diverted or reprogrammed for any other purpose by
any State board, agency or individual. The State Council shall
designate an appropriate state agency, Qr other pUblic agency,
eligible to receive funds under P.L. 101-392-1990 to act as its
fiscal agent for purposes of disbursement, accounting, and
auditing.

SECTION 8. The exercise by the Mississippi Council on
Vocational education of the duties conferred by this Order shall
be deemed held to be the performance of an essential governmental
function of the state of Mississippi as related to the
participation by the State in the vocational education programs
authorized by the Carl D. Perkins Vocational Education Act (P.L.
101-392-1990) .

SECTION 9. It shall be the duty of every department,

WHEREAS, infant mortality and morbidity represent a
tremendous loss to the State of Mississippi and the causes of
this problem are complex requiring a mUltidisciplinary
approach that includes health planning, education, improved
access to health care, and improved quality of care; and

WHEREAS, it is essential that Mississippi place a priority
on decreasing the state's infant mortality and morbidity rates.
To accomplish this, representatives of agencies and
organizations, health professionals, and citizens with an
interest in working toward this goal should be brought together
to assist the Office of the Governor in developing strategies
and initiatives to address this problem:

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Kirk Fordice, Governor of the state of
Mississippi, pursuant to the authority vested in me by the
constitution and applicable statutes of this State hereby
establish the Governor's Advisory Council on Infant Mortality
whose duties, powers and responsibilities shall be as follows:

1. The Advisory Council shall consist of a Chairperson
and not more than 30 members appointed by the
Governor. Membership shall include representatives of
the public, private, and academic health care sectors,
state policy makers, advocates and other interested
citizens.

2. The Advisory Council shall meet quarterly unless
otherwise directed by the Governor or the Chairperson.

3. The Advisory Council shall advise the Governor on
needs, policies, and legislation relating to infant
mortality and morbidity.

4. The Advisory Council shall seek information from
individuals, organizations, and agencies involved in
prenatal health care and education about infant
mortality and morbidity.

5. The Advisory Council shall conduct studies about
infant mortality and morbidity and methods of
prevention.

6. The Advisory Council shall provide public awareness
and advocacy on topics and issues relating to infant
mortality and morbidity.

7. The Advisory Council shall be subject to the Open
Meetings Law and Mississippi Public Records Law, and
shall record all meetings, briefings, hearings and
deliberations.



8. The authority for the existence of this Council shall
cease as of January 1, 1996.

By virtue of the authority vested in me as Governor of the
State of Mississippi, Executive order No. 679, dated October 24,
1991, is hereby superseded by Executive Order No. 706 effective
February 24, 1992.
