WHEREAS, the President of the United States has authorized and requested the
Governor of the several States, Territories and United States possessions to use National
Guard forces paid by federal funds to provide supplemental security personnel for airport
operations; and,

WHEREAS, civil authorities require that the Mississippi National Guard provide
such personnel to assist the Federal Aviation Administration in providing adequate
security measures for Mississippi’s airports:

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Ronnie Musgrove, Governor of the State of
Mississippi, pursuant to the authority vested in me by Section 119 and Section 217,
Mississippi Constitution of 1890, and Sections 7-1-5, 33-7-301 and 33-7-305, Mississippi
Code of 1972, do hereby direct Major General James H. Lipscomb, Adjutant General of
the Mississippi National Guard, to order out such officers and enlisted personnel of the
Mississippi National Guard as he deems necessary and requisite and for such duration as
he deems appropriate to assist federal, state and local civil authorities, including the
Federal Aviation Administration in administering the aforementioned security measures.
Such personnel are hereby authorized to be armed. Major General Lipscomb will be in
direct command of the troops ordered to active duty and will use such equipment as may
be found necessary in his opinion to accomplish the mission of the Mississippi National
Guard troops.

The members of the Mississippi National Guard called to active duty under the
provisions of this Order shall be subject to the provisions, privileges and immunities of
the Statutes of the State of Mississippi governing the Mississippi National Guard.

FURTHER, all funding for the necessary Mississippi National Guard personnel
and support will be paid from the U. S. Department of Defense’s “Defense Emergency
Response Fund.”

WHEREAS, many Mississippi communities with active duty military installations organized teams
to fight base closure and realignment threats during the ten-year existence of the Defense Base Closure and
Realignment Commission (BRAC); and,

WHEREAS, several of these teams have not only been successful in defending their installations,
but have also been successful in enhancing those installations: and,

WHEREAS, the experience, contacts and knowledge developed by these community teams can be
invaluable in the State of Mississippi, and to other communities, in regard to future military base restructuring
efforts; and,

WHEREAS, these communities have worked closely with the State of Mississippi since 1990; and,

WHEREAS, the Defense Base Closure and Realignment Commission recommended another round
of base closure in 2003, and the U. S. Department of Defense continues to seek another round of base
closures; and,

WHEREAS, the Department of Defense initiative entitled "Vision 21" poses current risks to two
military installations in Mississippi; and,

WHEREAS, the Department of Defense has moved to make substantial cuts in both personnel and
funding of National Guard and Reserve activities in Mississippi; and,

WHEREAS, current base closure activities, Department of Defense initiatives in public/private
partnerships and Department of Defense initiatives in "outsourcing" provide opportunities for Mississippi
military installations to attract new missions, new facilities and increased employment; and,

WHEREAS, communities with military installations are desirous of working together with the State
for the benefit of the entire State;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Ronnie Musgrove, by the authority vested in me as Governor by the
Constitution and laws of the State of Mississippi, do hereby establish the "Mississippi Military Communities
Council,” to advise executive and legislative officials of the State of Mississippi regarding the ongoing efforts
by the U. S. Department of Defense to restructure, realign, close, streamline, or otherwise alter military
installations and facilities which may impact installations in the State. The Council shall also advise
regarding opportunities to enhance, expand, add, or otherwise improve missions, programs, facilities,
operations on or affecting the military installations in the State. For each active duty military installation and
National Guard training center in the State, community teams organized to monitor federal base restructuring
activities and/or to enhance nearby military installations may be represented on the Council. The Council
should meet at least quarterly and elect its own chairman and vice-chairman.

WHEREAS, the State of Mississippi recognizes the critical importance of all
citizens with disabilities; and it is essential that the State establish a system for adequate
program planning and advocacy for those citizens with physical, mental and/or
developmental disabilities;

WHEREAS, the State of Mississippi recognizes the need for a system to advise
the Governor on public policy needs and community awareness to enable all persons with
physical, mental, and/or developmental disabilities to receive services, support and other
assistance and opportunities necessary to enable them to achieve their maximum potential
through increased independence, productivity and integration into the community;

NOW THEREFORE, I Ronnie Musgrove, Governor of the State of Mississippi,
by the authority vested in me by the Constitution and the laws of the State of Mississippi,
do hereby order the following:

B PURPOSE

The Governor’s Commission for Citizens with Disabilities shall be a time
limited commission with the sole purpose of assessing, evaluating and
recommending action regarding the needs of citizens with disabilities.

1L MEMBERSHIP

The Commission shall consist of the following fourteen members, or their
designees, who shall be appointed by and serve at the will and pleasure of
the Governor: B

Executive Director of the Division of Medicaid;

Executive Director of the Department of Rehabilitation Services;
Executive Director of the Department of Mental Health;

State Health Officer;

At least one (1) representative from the Governor’s office;

Project Director of Living Independence For Everyone;

Executive Director of The Arc of Mississippi;

7 individuals with disabilities, parents of or immediate family member
with; and

Other members not yet included but determined to be necessary by the
Govemor.

The Project Director of the Living Independence For Everyone shall serve
as Chair of the Commission and shall provide administrative support.
Thereafter, the Chair position shall rotate annually as well as the
administrative support thereof, by vote of the members. All Commission
members shall be voting members, each having one vote.

III. FUNCTIONS

The Commission is hereby charged with assessing for the Governor,
proposed recommendations for assuring the quality of life for all
Mississippi citizens faced with physical, mental, and/or developmental
disabilities.



IV. COMPENSATION

Members of the Advisory Commission shall receive no compensation for service on the
commission but may receive reasonable reimbursement for actual expenses to the extent allowed by
specific legislation and to the extent funds are available for that purpose.

WHEREAS, the State of Mississippi recognizes the critical importance of safe drinking water
for all people and clean water for state’s sustainable growth and development; and

WHEREAS, proper treatment and handling of wastewater is critical to the public health and
safety of our state; and

WHEREAS, the State of Mississippi has recreational beaches, coastal waters, streams, rivers,
and lakes that are essential to the quality of life for all Mississippians; and

WHEREAS, the State of Mississippi’s fresh and saltwater resources are highly valuable and
critically important to the sustainable economies of our local communities; and

WHEREAS, Mississippians rely on 1,586 public water supply systems across our state for safe
drinking water; and

WHEREAS, 286 boil water notices were issued to counties during the last year; and

WHEREAS, Mississippians rely on approximately 1,900 treatment facilities across our state for
proper treatment and handling wastewater; and

WHEREAS, approximately 60 percent of Mississippi’s monitored rivers do not fully meet state
water quality standards; and

WHEREAS, Mississippi has experienced natural disasters that have contaminated drinking
water; and

NOW, THEREFORE, I Ronnie Musgrove, Governor of the State of Mississippi, by the
authority vested in me by the Constitution and the laws of the State of Mississippi, do hereby
order the following:

1 PURPOSE

The Governor’s Water and Sewer Task Force shall be a time-limited commission
with the sole purpose of assessing, evaluating, and recommending action regarding
the safeguarding and enhancement of Mississippi’s water resources and the
infrastructure.

II. MEMBERSHIP

The Commission shall consist of the following members, or their designees, who
shall be appointed by and serve at the will and pleasure of the Governor:

Executive Director of the Department of Environmental Quality;

Chief Fiscal Officer;

Executive Director of the Mississippi Development Authority;

m. Two (2) Representatives as designated by the Speaker of the House;

n. Executive Director of the Mississippi Municipal Association;

o. Executive Director of the Mississippi Supervisors Associations;

p. Executive Director of the Mississippi Rural Water Association;

q. Executive Director of the Mississippi Water and Pollution Control Operators
Association;

r. Executive Director of the Mississippi USDA Rural Development Authority;
s. Chief Engineer of the U.S. Corps of Engineers—Vicksburg District;

t. U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Natural Resources Conservation Service;
u. Three (3) representatives, at-large;

v. At least one (1) representative from the Governor’s Office; and,

w. Other members not yet included but determined to be necessary by the Governor.

The Executive Director of the Department of Environmental Quality shall serve as
chair of the task force, and the Department of Environmental Quality shall provide
administrative support for the task force.

III. FUNCTIONS

The Commission is hereby charged with developing for the Governor proposed
recommendations for assuring the quality and safety of Mississippi’s water resources.
The initial recommendations to the Governor shall be made on or before October 15,
2001.

IV. COMPENSATION
Members of the Commission shall receive no compensation for service on the

Commission and shall receive per diem and reimbursement for actual expenses only
to the extent allowed by specific legislation.

EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 842

WHEREAS, the State of Mississippi recognizes the critical importance of information
technology to its government, industry and local economy; and

WHEREAS, technology has made enormous contributions to the state’s economic growth
and competitiveness; and

WHEREAS, the technology industry is one of the most important sectors of Mississippi’s
economy, with over 792 technology companies employing 7,000 Mississippi residents and
generating over $340 Million in annual wages; and

WHEREAS, software piracy represents one of the greatest threats to the continued growth
of Mississippi’s technology industry, with software piracy costing the Mississippi economy almost
1,000 jobs and $22.5 Million in wages annually, and $12 Million in lost corporate and sales tax
revenues annually; and

WHEREAS, counterfeit and other forms of pirated software expose state agencies to the risk
of computer viruses, reduced technical support, and other problems that prevent the efficient
operation of information systems; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the State of Mississippi that we develop a
comprehensive statewide response to combat the use of unlicensed software in all state agencies and
to promote sound management of state information systems;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Ronnie Musgrove, Governor of the State of Mississippi, by the
?ultlhori_ty vested in me by the Constitution and laws of the State of Mississippi, do hereby order the
ollowing:

Section 1. Each state agency shall act reasonably to prevent and combat computer software piracy.

(a) Each agency shall act to ensure that the agency does not knowingly acquire,
reproduce, distribute, install, utilize or transmit computer software in violation of
U. S. copyright and applicable licensing restrictions.

(b) Each agency shall act to ensure that the agency has present on its computers and uses
only computer software which it has a legal right to use. Each agency’s actions shall
include:

a) preparing agency inventories of the software present on its computers:;
b) determining what computer software the agency has the authorization to use; and
¢) developing and maintaining adequate record-keeping;

(c) Each agency shall require its contractors and recipients of State financial assistance,
including grants and loan guarantee assistance, to certify that they have appropriate
systems and controls in p%ace to ensure that State funds are not used to acquire,
operate or maintain computer software in violation of U.S. copyright laws or
mutually agreed to and executed license agreements. If any agency becomes aware
that contractors, grantees or other recipients of State financial assistance are using
State funds to acquire, operate or maintain computer software in violation of U.S.
copyright laws or applicable licensing restrictions, the agency shall take such
corrective measures as the agency head deems appropriate and consistent with the
requirements of law.

(d) The Mississippi Department of Information Technology Services (ITS) shall develo
appropriate language for inclusion in State contracts to prohibit the use of State funds
for the acquisition, operation or maintenance of computer software in violation of
U.S. copyright laws or mutually agreed to and executed license agreements. Such
language shall be required in all state contracts involving the purchase or utilization
of computer software in the performance of such contracts.

(e) State agencies shall cooperate fully in implementing this order and shall share
information as appropriate that may be useful in combating computer software
piracy.



Section 2. Responsibilities of Agency Heads. In connection with the acquisition and use of
computer software, the head of each State agency shall ensure that the acceptable use policies and
practices of the agency related to copyrights protecting computer software are adequate and fully
implement the policies set forth in this Order.

Section 3. ITS shall develop and disseminate guidelines for agencies to follow as they develop
acceptable use policies and procedures to effectively manage the inventory of software and
associated licensing agreements.

Section 4. Judicial Review. This Order is intended only to improve the internal management of the
agencies and is not intended to, and does not, create any right or benefit, substantive or procedural,
enforceable at law or equity by a party against the State of Mississippi, its agencies or
instrumentalities, its officers or employees, or any other person.

Section 5. Severability. The invalidity of any portion of this Order shall not affect the validity of
the remainder thereof.

Section 6. Effective Date. This order is effective immediately.

ITI. FUNCTIONS

The Commission is hereby charged with developing for the Govemor proposed
recommendations for assuring the quality and timely evolvement of electronic government.

The initial recommendations to the Governor shall be made on or before December 1, 2000.

IV. COMPENSATION

Members of the Commission shall receive no compensation for service on the Commission
and shall receive per diem and reimbursement for actual expenses only to the extent allowed by
specific legislation.

Major General
George S. Walker shall be the senior officer in the Mississippi National Guard and executive head
of the Mississippi Military Department, subordinate only to me in the administration of his official
duties.

Military Department are hereby ordered to take such expeditious action as necessary to effect the
obtainment of federal recognition for George S. Walker in the rank of Major General.

Further, Major General George S. Walker shall be paid by the State of Mississippi a salary
of $80,000 (EIGHTY THOUSAND DOLLARS) per annum, in addition to such compensation,
expense reimbursement, travel pay and other remuneration, as are typical and appropriate for the
senior ranking officer of the Mississippi National Guard.

Further, as the senior full-time Assistant Adjutant General for the Mississippi National Guard
and Mississippi Military Department, Major General George S. Walker is authorized and empowered
by this Order and applicable law, including, but not limited to Section 33-3-9 of the Mississippi
Code of 1972, to exercise and perform such duties on behalf of the Mississippi National Guard,
Mississippj Military Department and the State of Mississippi as conferred by law and regulation.
Such power shall include, but is in no manner limited to, the exercise of authority as detailed in
Section 33-3-11 of the Mississippi Code of 1972; and under Title 32, Section 709, United States

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EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. J 7

WHEREAS, conditions exist and are expected to exist in the State of Mississippi as a result of
the severe winter weather and other disasters, of such grave nature as to result in imminent
danger of loss of life and property; and

WHEREAS, civil authorities have requested the support of the Mississippi National Guard to
cope with said disasters.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Ronnie Musgrove, Governor of the State of Mississippi, pursuant to the
authority vested in me by Section 119 and Section 217, Mississippi Constitution of 1890, and
Sections 7-1-5, 33-3-301, and 33-7-305, Mississippi Code of 1972, do hereby direct Brigadier
General George H. Walker, Adjutant General of the Mississippi National Guard, to order out
such officers and enlisted personnel of the Mississippi National Guard as he deems necessary
and requisite and for such duration as he deems appropriate to assist civil authorities in the areas
affected by the severe winter weather and other disasters. Brigadier General Walker will be in
direct command of the troops ordered to active duty and will use such equipment as may be
found necessary in his opinion to accomplish the mission of the National Guard troops. The
number of troops used and the amount of expense incurred will be held to a minimum
compatible with the mission to be performed.

The members of the Mississippi National Guard ordered to active duty under the provisions of
this Order shall be subject to the provisions, privileges, and immunities of the statutes of the
State of Mississippi governing the National Guard and the State Militia where applicable.

In addition, the pay and expenses of the troops ordered to State Active Duty will be paid as
provided in Section 33-15-307 4(g), The Mississippi Emergency Act of 1995, Mississippi Code
of 1972.
