EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 925

WHEREAS, Mississippi Const., Art. V., Section 125, states as follows:

The Governor shall have the power, and it is hereby made his duty, to suspend alleged
defaulting state and county treasurers, and defaulting tax-collectors pending the investigation of
their respective accounts, and to make temporary appointments of proper persons to fill the
offices while such investigations are being made; and the legislature shall provide for the
enforcement of this provision by appropriate legislation; and

WHEREAS, Miss. Code Ann. § 7-1-61 states as follows:

The Governor shall have the power, and it is his duty, to suspend alleged defaulting tax
collectors pending the investigation of their respective accounts, whether made under the
foregoing sections or otherwise, and to make temporary appointments of proper persons to fill
the offices while such investigations are being made; and

WHEREAS, Miss. Code Ann. § 27-29-25 states as follows:

Every tax collector shall make report to the auditor of public accounts and clerk of the
board of supervisors, respectively, as hereinbefore provided; and if any tax collector shall not
report to the auditor or clerk, and pay over to the state and county treasurers, within twenty days
after the last day of each month during the time of collecting taxes, he shall not only be
punishable under the criminal laws of this state, but the auditor and clerk of the board of
supervisors, after notice to a tax collector in default and continued failure by him to report and
pay over, as above provided, shall report the failure to the governor, who may suspend the tax
collector and prohibit him from the performance of his functions, and may appoint some suitable
person, being a qualified elector of the county, to collect the taxes, who shall give bond, with
sureties, as required of tax collectors, to be approved in the same way. Such substituted tax
collector shall proceed to collect the taxes remaining uncollected and to make such reports and
payments of state and county taxes as the tax collector is required to make; and, for any failure of
duty in this respect, he shall be subject to like penalties and proceedings as provided for in case
of default by a tax collector; and

WHEREAS, it has been credibly alleged that the Tax Assessor/Collector of Humphreys
County, Mrs. Mattie Straughter, has defaulted on her lawful duties and responsibilities as Tax
Collector and Assessor of Humphreys County, on the basis that she is subject to an indictment by
a Grand Jury of Humphreys County, Mississippi, filed on August 2, 2004, on four counts of
failure to settle accounts as required by Miss. Code Ann. § 27-29-11 and in violation of Miss.
Code Ann. § 97-11-47, which indictment is hereby attached; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Miss. Code Ann. § 27-29-25 establishing the duty of a board of
supervisors to report certain alleged failures of a county tax collector to the governor, the Board
of Supervisors of Humphreys County voted in a recessed meeting on September 24, 2004 to
request Governor Haley Barbour to suspend the Humphreys County Tax Assessor/Collector,
Mrs. Mattie Straughter, and to appoint a temporary substitute; and

WHEREAS, by letter dated September 24, 2004 and addressed to Governor Haley
Barbour, R. D. “Dickie™ Stevens, acting on behalf of the Board of Supervisors of Humphreys
County, detailed the nature and impact of the alleged errors and omissions committed by Mrs.
Mattie Straughter, requested her suspension, and requested the temporary appointment of a
person to fill the office of tax assessor/collector while such investigations are being conducted
until such time as the criminal charges are resolved in favor of Mrs. Straughter, which letter is
hereby attached; and



WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the citizens of Humphreys County that the
Govemor exercise his constitutional and statutory authority with respect to this matter;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Haley Barbour, Governor of the State of Mississippi, pursuant
to the authority vested in me by the Mississippi Constitution of 1890 and laws of the State of
Mississippi, and pursuant to the request of the Humphreys County Board of Supervisors, do
hereby suspend Ms. Mattie Straughter, Tax Collector and Assessor of Humphreys County,
Mississippi, from her duties pending an investigation of her accounts and the resolution in her
favor of the criminal charges against her, and do hereby appoint on a temporary basis and until
further notification, Lawrence Tardy, a citizen of Humphreys County and a proper person based
on his educational background and outstanding reputation in his community, to fill the office of
Tax Collector and Assessor of Humphreys County, Mississippi.

Dear Governor Barbour:

This is to inform you that the Humphreys County Tax Assessor/Collector has failed to
report and pay over tax collections as required under Section 27-29-25 of the Mississippi Code of
1972. Further, after notice to the Tax Assessor/Collector in default and continued failure by her
to report and pay over, the Humphreys County Board of Supervisors, in its recessed meeting held

on September 24, 2004, voted to request you to suspend the Humphreys County
Assessor/Collector.

In addition to default in her accounts, there are major deficiencies in the operation of the
office of the Humphreys County Tax Assessor/Collector relating to the sale of citizens’ real

properties when they have paid their taxes, errors in the sale of car tags, and overpayment of tax
revenues to statutory entities.

For the safety and welfare of the citizens of Humphreys County, we are reporting the
failure of the Tax Assessor/Collector to you as we are duty bound under Code Section 27-29-25,
and request your assistance to suspend her from her duties and make an appointment of a
substitute to carry out the statutory duties of this office.

Thank you for your time and assistance on this matter.

COUNT 1
FAILURE TO SETTLE ACCOUNTS

The Grand Jurors of the State of Mississippi, taken from the body of the good and
Jawful men and women of Humphreys County, Mississippi, being duly selected, empancled,
sworn and charged in the Circuit Court of Humphreys County, Mississippi, upon their oaths
present, that Mattie Straughter, did from the peried of January 1, 2004 through April 28,
2004, in her capacity as tax collector for Humphreys County, Mississippi, wilfully and
unlawfully fail to settle to the auditor of public accounts and the clerk of the board of
supervisors of Humphreys County, Mississippi, more than two hundred thousand dollars in
funds collected by said Mattie Straughter, as tax collector for Humphreys County for the
fiscal year 2003, as she was required to do pursuant to section 27229-13 of the Mississippi
Code of 1972, as amended all being in violation of section 97-11-47 of the Mississippi Code of
1972, as amended, and against the peace and dignity of the State of Mississippi.

WHEREAS, the SIEC is charged with fostering continued coordination across state agencies
and providing recommendations for short and long-term improvement of public safety wireless
communications interoperability and shared systems development throughout federal, state, and local
entities; and

WHEREAS, there is a need to continue the work of the SIEC and to restructure the make
up of said SIEC to provide for more input from various agencies in the state and to redefine the
functions of said SIEC so as to allow it to function in an even more efficient and effective manner.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Haley Barbour, Governor of the State of Mississippi, by the
authority vested in me by the Constitution and laws of the State of Mississippi. hereby take the
following action:

Section 1. The Commissioner of Public Safety shall now serve as Chair of the SIEC, rather
than have the voting members of the SIEC elect a Chair.

The following individual shall be added to the current list of appointed advisory
members of the SIEC:

1. A representative of SafeCity Initiative

Section 5. The portion of Executive Order No. 874 relating to the functions of the SIEC shall
be replaced with the following, revised provision:

[1. FUNCTIONS

The Chair of the SIEC may designate the establishment of sub-committees to counsel
the Committee on specific issues, including, but not limited to, technical interoperability solutions,
funding strategies, shared system development strategies, local government issues, interoperability
assessment requirements and findings.



The SIEC shall make a concerted effort to establish a statewide plan for assessing and
instituting voice and data wireless communications intcroperability and system development
throughout the state. The plan should address both near and long-term wireless communications
interoperability and system development solutions, realizing that both are necessary. In forming its
recommendations, the SIEC should, at a minimum:

Become thoroughly grounded in the fundamentals of interoperability and the
technical solutions that currently exist so that they can serve as a central
resource for unbiased information within the state

Involve as many agencics as possible that have recognized wircless
communications interoperability and system development as a necessary
capability within the public safety community

Examine needs and capabilities on a regional basis throughout the state (e.g.,
county by county)

Focus on leveraging or expanding the reach of existing resources and
solutions wherever possible to reduce cost, time to implementation, and the
total number of solutions needed

Identify appropriate locations to “pilot” solutions currently not in use
somewhere else in the state as a way of proving their effectiveness

Consider the strategic procurement and placement of existing technical
solutions (e.g., multiband switches or cross-system interconnects) as near-
term interoperability fixes

Outline a method for prioritizing system connections and development both
by region and statewide in order to start building a basic level of
interoperability and a wireless communications system throughout the state
(e.g.. implement the connections that connect the most users first)

Provide initial estimates for new asset requirements to the Governor and
Legislature based on the regional and statewide interoperability and wireless
communications system needs and proposed implementation schedules

Continue with long-term planning for statewide wireless communications
system and interoperability needs

Ensure that any near-term interoperability solutions examined could be
incorporated into longer-term statewide wireless communications system
development plans for infrastructure development

Investigate the need for additional state staff to manage and fully implement
any shared wireless communications system(s) and/or interoperability
solutions, to include mutual aid frequency coordination and management.

The initial report of the SIEC and corresponding recommendations shall be made to the
Governor and the House of Representatives and the Senate on or before January 31, 2005, and on
that date every year thereafter until the SIEC is dissolved.



All other provisions of Executive Order No. 874, dated February 5, 2003, which
are not inconsistent or in conflict with the provisions of this Order are hereby confirmed and ratified.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Haley Barbour, Governor of the State of Mississippi,
pursuant to the authority vested in me, do hereby reconstitute within the Executive
Branch of Mississippi State Government a Department of Human Services. The chief
administrative officer of the Department shall be the Executive Director, Don Taylor,
who is presently serving in that capacity. The Executive Director shall establish the
organizational structure of the Mississippi Department of Human Services which shall
include the creation of any units necessary to implement the duties assigned to the
Department and consistent with specific requirements of law. Further, the Executive
Director shall appoint heads of offices, and any necessary supervisors, assistants and
employees, who shall serve at the pleasure of the Executive Director. The salary and
compensation of such employees shall be subject to the rules and regulations adopted and
promulgated by the State Personnel Board as created under Section 25-9-101 et seq. The
Executive Director shall have the authority to organize offices as deemed appropriate to
carry out the responsibilities of the Department.

The Department of Human Services shall have the authority and responsibility to:

(1) Perform those duties prescribed by Sections 43-1-1 through 43-1-63 of the
Mississippi Code of 1972 as Amended;

(2) Formulate the policy of the department regarding human services within
the jurisdiction of the department;

3) Adopt, modify, repeal and promulgate, after due notice and hearing, and
where not otherwise prohibited by federal or state law, to make exceptions to and grant
exemptions and variances from, and to enforce rules and regulations implementing and
effectuating the powers and duties of the department under any and all statutes within the
department’s jurisdiction, all of which shall be binding upon the county departments of
human services; :

4) Apply for, receive and expend any federal or state funds or contributions,
gifts, devises, bequests or funds from any other source, including but not limited to the
receipt and expenditure of all funds appropriated by House Bill 1747;

(5) Enter into and execute contracts, grants and cooperative agreements with
any federal or state agency or subdivision thereof, or any public or private institution
located inside or outside the State of Mississippi, or any person, corporation or
association in connection with carrying out the programs of the department;



(6) Discharge such other duties, responsibilities and powers as are necessary
to implement the programs of the department;

EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 916
Homeland Security Council Restructuring

WHEREAS, after the terrorist attacks against our nation on September 11, 2001,
homeland security in the State of Mississippi was managed and controlled by the Mississippi
National Guard; and

WHEREAS, the State of Mississippi through Executive Order No. 872, dated January 3,
2003, established the Homeland Security Council (the “Council”), which is responsible for
advising and assisting the Governor with respect to all aspects of homeland security; and

WHERIEAS, since its establishment, the Council has been under the authorization,
control and management of the Mississippi Emergency Management Agency (“MEMA?”), as an
expansion of the Terrorism Policy Group; and

WHEREAS, the State of Mississippi recognizes the need to ensure that the focus of the
Council is first and foremost on the prevention of terrorist altacks against our homeland; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Public Safety is best equipped to control and manage the
Council in a way that will help prevent terrorist attacks, and should coordinate with MEMA
which will remain responsible for the important response functions should an attack occur.

NOW THEREFORE, I, Haley Barbour, Governor of the State of Mississippi, by the
authority vested in me by the Constitution and laws of the State of Mississippi, hereby take the
following action:

Section 1. The full control and management of the Homeland Security Council is hereby
vested in the Department of Public Safety, thereby removing any control and management of the
Council from MEMA. MEMA shall continue to remain responsible for the important function of
responding to a terrorist attack.

Section 2. All other provisions of Executive Order No. 872, dated January 3, 2003,
which are not inconsistent or in conflict with the provisions of this Order are hereby confirmed
and ratified.

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EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 915

WHEREAS, State of Mississippi military installations, infrastructure, and
personnel make important contributions to our national security and our State’s
economy; and

WHEREAS, Mississippi communities have organized teams that have
engaged in active efforts to support these military installations; and

WHEREAS, many of these Mississippi communities have achieved
success not only in defending their installations but also in enhancing these
installations to the benefit of the State of Mississippi; and

WHEREAS, the experience, contacts, and knowledge developed by these
community teams can be invaluable to the State of Mississippi and- other
communities in regard to future efforts to defend and enhance the State’s military
installations; and

WHEREAS, these communities have worked closely with the State of
Mississippi since 1990; and

WHEREAS, the United States Congress has authorized another Base
Realignment and Closure (BRAC) round that will result in major reductions in
military infrastructure starting in 2005; and,

WHEREAS, the Department of Defense continues to engage in other
initiatives and efforts that may make substantial changes in infrastructure,
personnel, and funding for Active Duty, Reserve, and National Guard forces
located within the State of Mississippi; and

WHEREAS, the State of Mississippi would benefit from the involvement
of these communities both in seeking to avoid reductions in infrastructure,
personnel, and funding and to attract new missions, new facilities, and increased
defense-related employment; and

WHEREAS, communities with military installations are desirous of
working together with the State of Mississippi for the benefit of the entire State;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Haley Barbour, Governor of the State of Mississippi, by
the authority vested in me by the Constitution and laws of the State of Mississippi,
do hereby establish the “Mississippi Military Communities Council” to advise
executive and legislative officials of the State of Mississippi regarding the ongoing
efforts by the U.S. Department of Defense to close, realign, restructure,
streamline, or otherwise take actions that would impact military installations
located within the State. The Council shall also advise regarding opportunities to
enhance, expand, add or otherwise improve missions, programs, facilities,
operations on or affecting the military installations in the State. For each active
duty military installation and National Guard Training center in the State,
community teams organized to monitor federal base restructuring activities and/or
to enhance nearby military installations may be represented on the Council. The
Council should meet at least quarterly, and conduct itself pursuant to a set of



operating principles approved by the Council. The Governor shall appoint the
Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Council.

EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 914

WHEREAS, the maintenance of a fair and impartial judiciary is essential to the
protection of the rights and freedoms of the citizens of the State of Mississippi, and

WHEREAS, under the Constitution and Laws of the State of Mississippi, the
Governor is authorized to fill, by appointment, certain vacancies in judicial office, and

WHEREAS, it is my firm belief that only the most qualified, conscientious,
dedicated and reputable persons available should be appointed to serve the public as
judicial officers, and

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Haley Barbour, as Governor of the State of Mississippi,
under and by virtue of the Constitution and laws of this state, do hereby promulgate the
following executive order, effective immediately.

There is hereby created and established an advisory council to be known as the Judicial
Appointments Advisory Committee. It shall be the responsibility of the Judicial
Appointments Advisory Committee to review all applications for judicial appointments
and shall recommend to the Governor, in accordance with this executive order, and such
rules of procedure developed by the committee, persons qualified and eligible to fill
vacancies created by death, resignation, or removal from office in the Supreme Court,
Chancery and Circuit Courts, and the County Courts of the State of Mississippi.

The Judicial Appointments Advisory Committee shall consist of thirty-one (31) members
to be appointed as follows:

A. The Governor shall appoint ten (10) resident attorneys from each of the Supreme
Court Districts of the State of Mississippi. The Governor shall also appoint a Chairman
of said Committee who may reside in any Supreme Court District. Each ten member
group will function as a Subcommittee independently of the other District
subcommittees. The Chairman of the Committee will serve as Chairman of each
Subcommittee.

B. Appointments made by the Governor shall be for a term of two (2) years. Any member
shall be eligible for reappointment. No person serving on the Judicial Appointments
Advisory Committee shall be eligible for an appointment to judicial office while serving
on the Committee. The Governor shall designate one person from each Supreme Court
District Subcommittee to serve as ex-officio Secretary of the Subcommittee. The
Secretary shall maintain all minutes and records of the Subcommittee.

Not later than twenty (20) days after a request by the Governor, the appropriate
Subcommittee shall meet, evaluate and classify, by majority vote of its membership,
proposed nominees as “fully qualified” or “not fully qualified.”

In any emergency situation where a vacancy must be filled immediately, the Governor
may make a temporary appomtment without a meeting of the Advisory Committee. At
the expiration of the temporary appointment, the Advisory Committee shall be called by
the Governor to meet, evaluate and select proposed nominees for the filling of the
vacancy as provided herein.

The Advisory Committee shall certify and recommend to the Governor for appointment
only those nominees deemed ““fully qualified,” in alphabetical order, and within not more
than twenty-one (21) days after the request by the Governor. If any of these persons shall
be rejected by the Governor or shall notify the Governor of their unwillingness or



inability to accept appointment, the Governor may request the Advisory Committee to
submit additional recommendations.

With the approval of the Governor, the Committee shall adopt such operating rules,
forms and notices as it may deem necessary to properly implement this order. All
applications and information received from or concerning recommendations and all
proceedings of the Advisory Committee shall be held strictly confidential.

Nothing contained herein is intended to in any way impair or delegate the constitutional
and statutory duties or prerogatives of the Governor in the filling of vacancies of judicial
office. The right to reject any or all of the nominees so selected and recommended is
reserved unto the Governor.

Any executive orders relating to the subject matter hereof and contrary hereto are hereby
superseded by this order. X, & I3
